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TOPIC 2009

Message

Dear Colleagues:

With the cooperation of the physicians, co-medical staff, and companies concerned, the number of participants in the 2008
Tokyo Percutaneous cardiovascular Intervention Conference (TOPIC 2008) reached approximately 2,400. We would like to
express our deepest appreciation to all participants for making this conference a success.

TOPIC 2009 is scheduled to be held in July, as in previous years. Atherosclerosis is a disease that requires management of the
whole patient, and not just the coronary arteries. In this respect, the role of catheter-based treatment is large and will increase
further in the future. The development of new techniques and devices for catheter-based treatment has allowed it to expand to
structural heart disease. At TOPIC 2008, video demonstrations of the catheter-based treatment of aortic stenosis were given
and related sessions were presented. For future TOPIC, we will continue to plan sessions that take into account the present
and future prospects of catheter-based treatment. The TOPIC aims at sharing information and experiences among participants
by visual means wherever possible and by providing sufficient time.

The previous TOPIC has pursued three main themes. One is advances in interventional therapy, including strategies for
chronic total occlusion, left main trunk lesions, bifurcation lesions, and complex lesions such as severely calcified lesions,
minimizing invasion by using the radial approach, and advances in imaging modalities other than coronary angiography. At
the conference site, three will be extensive video demonstrations of cases focusing on these points and we expect to have
lively discussions in the early summer at the end of the rainy season. Particularly with respect to chronic total occlusion, it
is expected that participants will be able to learn how to select the most appropriate technique for each case from among the
established guidewire techniques and what are the tips and tricks for successful passage of the wire.

A second theme is confirmation of the safety and efficacy of drug-eluting stents. Various types of evidence have been
reported, causing considerable confusion. Cooperation of overseas institutions is essential for accurate and objective
evaluation of these data. We expect that international centers with longer and wider experience will present their data and
that we will be able to hold in-depth discussions. Through such discussions, it will be possible to clarify the type of evidence
required in Japan and how it should be accumulated. Such information is expected to provide important guidelines in Japan
in the future.

The other theme is the training of young clinicians. Thanks to the cooperation of many faculties, training sessions have come
to occupy an important position at TOPIC. We are planning to further improve the training sessions in the future.

Since interventional cardiology is a branch of medicine, emphasis should of course be placed on scientific evidence. However,
once we engage in the treatment of patients, we cannot ignore the influence of experience. At TOPIC 2009, we will continue
with our new theme, which is the blending of science and art:

TOPIC 2009 will be an exciting and informative event — make sure you don’t miss it.
