Dear Colleagues: ® Course Directors

As you know, the 14" TOPIC meeting will be held in 2017. There were more than 3,000 attendees at TOPIC
2016, although a CVIT general meeting had been held just 2 weeks earlier in Tokyo. If postponement due to
the Great East Japan Earthquake is taken into account, the 15" anniversary of TOPIC is already approaching.
Continuing to present TOPIC for 15 years would have been quite difficult without your understanding and
cooperation. Let me take this occasion to appreciate all the kindness you have shown us over the years.

The focus of TOPIC is the challenge of managing complicated lesions, especially CTO lesions. The basic
concept of TOPIC has remained consistent over the past 15 years, which is to place value on diversity of
strategies. Treatment strategies and devices have changed greatly during this 15-year period. However, we
have no intention of promoting a single unified policy or approach, because there is currently no absolute or
clear evidence. I am sure you will be able to obtain information about a wide variety of strategies if you come
to TOPIC, giving you the chance to evaluate each of them. By making use of sub-screens, live images will be
displayed continuously so that all of the main themes can be covered without interruption.

Catheterization techniques have developed rapidly in recent years, not only for coronary artery disease but
also for peripheral vascular disease, valvular heart disease, and congenital heart disease. Various sessions,
including live performances, will be held so that you can comprehensively understand the current state of
catheterization techniques for various cardiovascular conditions.

Another important purpose of TOPIC is training of young interventionists and co-medical personnel. This
program has received a very favorable response every year. We will continue to attach importance to education
and transmission of skills through various methods, such as workshops, video sessions, and our written syllabus.

Obviously, our own experience is not enough to cover all of the subjects. There is a well-known proverb “Seeing
is better than hearing.” This is definitely applicable to the treatment of rare complications and special cases.
Therefore, we will hold a large number of case report sessions and we are awaiting the submission of many
reports. I am sure you will be able to gain practical experience that you cannot acquire from journals or text books.

Compared with many other countries, Japan is exceptional in that everyone has the right to receive medical
treatment including catheterization under the national health insurance program. Conventionally, after
initial CT scanning, intervention is performed with use of IVUS or OCT and then follow-up CAG is done.
However, the medical economic situation of Japan is changing, and we might be required to stop following
this conventional treatment paradigm in the near future. Instead, we might have to try new approaches in
consideration of global trends. For this purpose, we must not only know about the existence of new therapeutic
devices, but also how to use them. Therefore, we have invited a large number of overseas experts to participate
in the next TOPIC meeting. While listening to their explanations about the situation in each country, we would
like to consider the future direction for interventional therapy in Japan.

The TOPIC 2017 meeting will be held from July 20 (Thursday) to July 22 (Saturday) at Cerulean Tower
Tokyu Hotel, as usual. We will be aiming to present the latest findings and substantial information as far as
possible while remaining true to our basic concept. Your attendance is earnestly requested.

We hope you enjoyed the meeting as well as your stay in Tokyo. We hope to have you here again in the near
future.
